St. Paul Park Bean Bag Tournament Official Rules
1. All members must be 18 years of age to enter in the contest.

2. All adult contestants will throw the bean bag within the pitchers box.
3. This will be a team tournament.  Each contestant will be alternating between throws until all four bags are thrown.
4. If the bean bag hits the ground before it goes on the board that bag will not count and must be cleared off the board before the next bag is thrown.
5. Each player has twenty seconds to throw their bean bag to keep the game going.
6. There will be a score judge at each court.
7. If the bean bag lands on the board and sticks, it’s worth one point.
8. If the bean bag lands in the hole it’s worth three points.
9. There will be cancellation of points between the teams playing against each other.
10. The game shall be played until the first team reaches or exceeds 21 points at the completion of an inning. The winning team does not need to win by 2 or more points.
11. The match can never end in the middle of an inning. This means both sides of the board     must throw their bags before the inning is done.
12. This tournament will be a double elimination.
13. Any contestant arguing with an official or other contestants may be asked to leave and will forfeit the match.
14. Inclement weather: play maybe suspended due to bad weather because it may harm the equipment.  Each team should contact the director every 15 minutes to see if play will continue.  Play will continue once the weather clears.  If teams are already in play and weather does not clear then the team that had the most points will be deemed the winner.
Scoring

Cancellation Scoring - In cancellation scoring, corn bags in-the-hole and corn bags in-the-count pitched by opponents during an inning or half of an inning in doubles play cancel each other out.  Only non cancelled corn bags are counted in the score for the inning. 

1.  Corn Bags In-The-Hole – Hole-ins (HI’s) cancel each other.  A corn bag in-the-hole of one contestant shall cancel a corn bag in-the-hole of his competitor and those corn bags shall not score any points.  Any non-cancelled corn bag in-the-hole scores three points. 

2. Corn Bags In-The-Count – Corn bags in-the-count cancel each other.  A corn bag in-the-count of one contestant shall cancel a corn bags in-the-count of the opponent and those corn bags shall not score any points.  Any non-cancelled corn bags in-the-count score one point each.
